Design Concepts

and Considerations

Mass: The visua appearance of the size of a
structure in the context of the particular
neighborhood.

Transitional: A design which minimizes the
ob-rusiveness of a resicence when constructed
in a neighborhood of smaller, older homes.

Neighborhood Character: The “per-
sonality” of 2 neighborhood, determined by its
distinguishing characte-istics.

View: The surrounding scenery and
efwiromment as sbserved from a particular

property. Existing vieas can not always be
assured.

Aesthetic Impact: The visual effect of a
project on the surrounding neighborhood.
Scale: The proportionate size of 1 residence in
relation to the size of surrounding homcs.

he City of Palos Verdes Estates and the Palos Verde: Homes Association are separate governing
entities, both of which must be consulted when you plan ‘o build or sigaificently remodel
your house. Apolicants begin the process at the Homes Association by submitting pre iminary

plans clearly depicting the propased aroject, and then follow the procedurc outlined in the Flowchart

shown to the right.

Palos Yerdes Homes Association
The Palos Verdes Homes Association is a
California non-profit corporation which is

respomsible for enforcing the Dead Restrictions
o the City of Pales Verdes Estates.

The Deard of Dircctons is e decision-making
bady o the Homes Assaciation.

The Art Jury, which reports to the Board of
Direciors, reviews plans for all new houses and
all changes to existing properiies.

The Art Jury makes certain that the project not
only maets its stardards of architertura. style and
design. but also considers compatihility with
existing structures, site planning, building
coverape, hicight, color amd netesials,
Information on the protective restrictions for a
specific property is available at the Homes
Assoclation.

The City of Palos Verdes Estates
The decision-making body of the City of Palos
Verdes Bstates is the City Council.

The Planning Commission, appointed by the City

Council, reviews applications and makes

recommendations to the Citr Council.

Neighborhood Compacibility applications are

required for all new housss and significant

remodels. The application should address the
following requirements of the Ordinance:

B Improvements shall respsct and preserve to
the greatzst citent pracicable the natural
features of the land.

B Proposalsshallbe reasonably compatible with
the existing ncighborhood charactes in terms
of scale of development. Designs should
minimize the appearance of over building
substantially in excess of existing structures.
The height of the structures should maintain
0 the extent practizable, some coasistency
with the heigh: of neighboring properties.

® Plams should respect the privacy of adjacent
propertics,

® Designs should consider t2 the extent
practicable neighbors” existing views.

Please keep in mind that the Phnning Commission

does not review architecural design.
